Jesus, the Messiah, is God’s own Child.

ONE:


The Word became flesh,

MANY:

Lived among us, and was one of us.

ONE:


When the world became impatient with love

MANY:

Carpenters took up their tools, and made a cross for God’s own Child, fashioned from wood and the skill of human hands, fashioned from hate and the will of human minds.

ONE:


And Jesus was summoned to the judgement hall, an enemy of the state, a danger to the religious authorities, and was judged.

MANY:

Bone of our bone, flesh of our flesh.

ONE:


Jesus died, declaring God’s forgiveness, rose on the third day, transforming death, ascended into heaven and is everywhere on earth.  Then the Holy Spirit came as a seal of the intention of God.

And so set before us on the table are the bread and the cup as we remember that Jesus gave thanks, broke the bread and gave it to the disciples saying: “This is my body which is broken for you.  Do this in remembrance of me.”  In the same way, Jesus took the cup, saying: “This is the new covenant in my blood.  Do this, as often as you drink it in remembrance of me.

Consecrate, therefore, by Your Holy Spirit, O God, these gifts, and bless us that, as we receive them, we may be united with Christ and one another, and continue to be faithful in all things.  Amen.

ONE:


Let us now pray, as the saints who have witnessed to us and preceded us throughout the ages have prayed by reciting The Lord’s Prayer...

INTRODUCTION TO SCRIPTURE

A READING FROM THE HEBREW SCRIPTURES IN THE SECTION KNOWN AS THE TORAH IN THE WORK KNOWN AS EXODUS —
Exodus 20:1-17 (ILV)


[1] Then God spoke these words and said, [2] “I am Yahweh, God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage;


[3] “do not worship any gods except me.


[4] “Do not make for yourselves any carved images or likenesses or anything in heaven above or on earth beneath, or in the waters under the earth [5] and do not bow down or serve them!  For I, Yahweh, am a jealous God, and for the parents fault I punish the children, the grandchildren and the great grandchildren of those who turn from me; [6] but I show kindness to the thousandth generation of those who love me and heed my commandments.


[7] “Do not utter the name Yahweh or misuse it, for Yahweh will not acquit anyone who utters God’s Name to misuse it.


[8] “Remember the Sabbath day and keep it holy!  [9] Six days you will labor and do all your work.  [10] But the seventh day is a Sabbath for Yahweh.  Do not work on that day— neither you, nor your son nor your daughter, nor your workers women or men, nor you animals, nor the foreigner who lives among you.  [11] For in six days Yahweh made heaven and earth and the sea and all that they hold, but rested the seventh day; that is why Yahweh has blessed the Sabbath day and made it sacred.


[12] “Honor your mother and your father, so that you may have a long life in the land that Yahweh, your God, has given to you.


[13] “No murdering!

[15] “No stealing!


[16] “No giving false testimony against your neighbor!


[17] “No desiring your neighbor’s house!  No desiring your neighbor’s spouse or worker— female or male— or ox, or donkey, or anything that belongs to your neighbor!”

INTRODUCTION TO SCRIPTURE

A READING FROM THE GOSPELS — 
John 2:13-17 [ILV]


[13] Since it was almost the Passover, a feast celebrated by the Jewish people, Jesus went to Jerusalem.


[14] In the temple Jesus saw people selling cattle, sheep, and doves— pigeons— and money changers seated at their counters.  [15] Making a whip out of cords, Jesus drove them all out of the temple— even the sheep and the cattle— and overturned the tables of the moneychangers, scattering their coins.  [16] The Rabbi then confronted those who were selling doves, pigeons and said: “Take all these things out of here!  Stop turning the house of God into a market!”  [17] The disciples then remembered these words from Scripture (quote): “Zeal for your house consumes me.”

Annual Meeting Overview

Did you miss the Annual Meeting? If so, these are the decisions that were made by the members present:

*The Church will continue its covenant membership in Habitat For Humanity/7 Rivers Maine, Inc.

*The approved 2024 operations budget is $218,256.

*The approved 2024 capital budget is $107,335. ($41,000 is reimbursable from a Department of Homeland Security (DHS) grant.)

*The 2024 capital projects are:

1) Upgrade Sanctuary Sound System - $6,221.

2) Parsonage Renovations - $38,611.

3) Security Upgrade - $41,000. (Reimbursable From DHS Grant)

4) Church Kitchen Flooring Replacement - $21,503.

*Authorized various boards/committees & the Treasurer to spend funds from dedicated accounts for the specific purposes associated with each account.

*Authorized the Congregational Council to establish a committee to update the Church by-laws and present a proposed updated document at the 2025 Annual Meeting.
